Course Content 

First Aid FA1– A Health and Safety Executive recommended, 1 day non-assessed course. Appropriate for low-risk environments or for those acting in the absence of a fully qualified First Aider. Course content includes :
· Aims and Principles of First Aid
· Action at an emergency
· Basic life support
· Management of the unconscious casualty
· Assesment and treatment of a casualty who is wounded, bleeding or shocked
· Assessment and treatment of fractures, dislocations and soft tissue injuries
· Assessment and treatment of burns
Delegate will receive a certificate of attendance at the conclusion of the course.

Duty of Care Awareness – to provide an awareness of the issues surrounding Duty of Care and to offer guidelines and action plans, which will enable everyone to participate in Netball in a safe place

· To understand the principles of Duty of Care

· To be aware of the wider context of child protection, and appropriate action if you have suspicions 


that child abuse has taken place

· To be aware of England Netball policies and procedures

· To prepare an action plan to implement Duty of Care policies and procedures

Young Netball Organisers – To offer young people age 14-18 years the opportunity to take the first step on the coaching, officiating or administration Netball ladder. It prepares them to organise safe, enjoyable and purposeful Netball sessions for 7 – 11year olds, under the supervision of a teacher or coach.

· To plan and deliver a safe session

· To identify and teach basic Netball skills

· To progress basic skills into a small game situation

· To introduce relevant/appropriate rules within the sessions

· To organise a Netball fun day or mini tournament

Introducing Netball to Disabled Players (coach) – To provide qualified coaches (minimum Level One) with specific information about working with disabled people. The course comprises sports coach UK’s workshop ‘How to Coach Disabled People in Sport’ and is followed by some hands on experience with disabled players under guidance of experienced tutors.

· To apply existing coaching knowledge and experience to working with disabled players

· To maximise everyone’s ability, particularly those with physical, sensory or learning disabilities

· To gain awareness and confidence in working with disabled sports people – communication, modified games, safety.
